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Perioperative Management of DOAC e
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Urgent / Emergent (<12-24h; moderate to high bleeding-risk
procedure only):

1. Stop anticoagulant and determine timing of last dose
2. Order CBC, Cr, type and screen STAT
3. Supportive care and drug reversal:
» Anti-Xa agent: PCC 50 units/Kg (max 3000U) - consider
hematology consultation
» Dabigatran: Idarucizumab- two x 2.5g doses IV no more than
15 minutes apart
» All patients
» Transfuse RBCs if Hgb<70g/L (or <90g/L if unstable
coronary artery disease
» Transfuse platelets if plt<50 (<100 for neurosurgical
procedures)

NB: If recent proximal DVT or PE within 4 weeks then consult
